                     Approve July 26, 2016 Meeting Notes
ACTION 1:  Approval of Consent Agenda Items ~ A motion was made by Bill Bowles to approve the consent agenda, meeting notes and financials for July 2016, it was seconded by Jerry Hendrickson and the Board approved the motion by consensus.  
DISCUSSION:   New, emerging or otherwise items to be aware of:  
· Predation letter to Columbia Basin entities ~ Steve Martin noted that the letters were mailed and he had received a response from CRITRFIC, Yakima Board and NOAA and that the letter to David Pongranis with COE was returned, so a corrected address was secured and it was recent on August 17th.    
· 2015/2016 capacity (operations) funding from RCO ~ Steve Martin noted that returned funds from across the state are sufficient to fill some of the Lead Entities and Recovery Board’s highest priority needs and that we are scheduled to receive $8,000 additional for our lead entity program that he recommends we allocated to our co-leads ($,1000 each) and to John’s travel budget.  
DISCUSSION:  Recognition of recent accomplishments:
· John Foltz – Coordinating multiple grant opportunities with several project sponsors to leverage our SRFB funding – floodplains by design, NOAA restoration program and DOT capital.
· Kris Buelow – assisting others with project construction management and implementation plus assisting our partners and contractors conduct monitoring projects.
DISCUSSION: Summary of Lead Entity projects and updates
John Foltz provided the latest information on projects and current updates.  He noted changes to budgets, alternative sources of funds and scope changes may result in most if not all of the projects on our list getting funded.                      ACTION 2:  Approve the Lead Entity amended operating budget to reflect the new additional $8,000 allocation ~  A motion was made by Jerry Hendrickson to approve the lead entity amended operating budget to reflect the additional $8,000 allocation, it was seconded by Bill Bowles and the Board approved by consensus.
      ACTION 3: Co-Lead Partner Contracts ~ Steve noted that the Board would need to authorize the 5 Conservation Districts annual contracts at $4K. each for this fiscal year and utilize the remainder of the $8K for travel expenses in the Lead Entity budget.  Brian Shinn made a motion to set the CD contracts at $4K and use the remainder for travel related expenditures, this was seconded by Brad Johnson and the Board approved the motion by consensus.
    DISCUSSION:  Fishing license fee proposals and overall fee package ~  Steve Martin and Del Groat spoke briefly about these increasing in fishing fees and Steve was tasked with posting the WDFW Draft to the SRSRB website.
    DISCUSSION:  Regional accomplishments and outcomes – Steve was planning to provide this presentation tonight but since none of our legislators were able to attend, he will provide it next month and broaden the invitation to District 9 legislators.  
    DISCUSSION:  Consideration of 4th Wednesday of each month for Board Meetings, starting in January 2017 ~ Steve Martin shared that because of financial cutbacks at the State level, we are trying to find ways to cut costs internally.  The Delaney Building next to the local Library is not available to the public on the 4th Tuesday evening of each month because the local Art Guild meets then.  Several Board members, that are commissioners, noted that Wednesdays would not work.  This lead to members suggesting that we work with the local fire district, library and/or Best Western owner to secure a better rate.
